New Delhi, June 10

AS HE BECAME India'slongest
continuously serving elected
Prime Minister on Wednesday,
Narendra Modi said the people
of the countryhad nowunder-
stood the importance of polit-
ical stability and the decisive-
ness of a stable government.

"Many decades before 2014
were full of instability and
upheavals, but people are now
witnessing the work of a stable
government and are admiring
its decisiveness, hesaid."People
have understood the impor-
tance of political stabilityat the
national level. It is their matu-
ritythat they gave mean oppor-
tunity to serve them for such a
long time,"he said.

Modi was addressing a
meeting of NDA constituents
held at the Bharat Mandapam
in the Capital to celebrate the
completion of 12 years of the
BJP-led government and his
personal milestone of becom-
ing the longest continuously
serving elected PM, bettering
therecord of Jawaharlal Nehru.

Modi said a big achieve-
ment of 12 years of NDA rule
was that it had freed the coun-
try from the Congress.

"The country has been lib-
erated from the Congress.They
made people believe that
development would be slowin
India. They gave it a name —
Hindu rate of growth.

“The failures were of the
Congress, but the blame came
on Hindus. It should have
been called Congress rate of
growth,”he said.

Listing his government's
achievements, he said thiswas
the difference between the
Congress growth rate and the

NDA growth rate. “This is
the story of a Bharat that has
started running at full speed
for the first time,” Modi said.

Briefing reporters after the
Cabinet meeting, Information
and Broadcasting Minister
Ashwini Vaishnaw said, “The
resolution states that this
occasion stands as a symbol of
India's democratic conscious-
ness, public trust, and the
power of public participation,
reflecting the unprecedented
support bestowed by the peo-

THE DECLINE WAS broad-
based across equity categories,
with inflows falling between
27% and 67%. Despite the
slowdown, flexi-cap funds
remained the most preferred
category,attracting net inflows
of 5,176 crore during the
month.

Systematicinvestment plan
(SIP) contributions,meanwhile,
remained resilient. Monthly SIP
inflows slipped just 0.52% to
30,954 crore in May, high-
lighting continued retail partic-
ipation despite market volatil-
ity.

A Balasubramanian, MD &
CEO,Aditya Birla Sun Life AMC,
said sustained SIP contribu-
tions reflect growing investor
maturity and reinforce the
importance of disciplined
investing irrespective of short-
term market fluctuations.

Suranjana Borthakur, head
of distribution at Mirae Asset
Mutual Fund, said strong SIP
numbers indicate that India’s
structural growth story
remains intact and that retail
investors continue to stay
invested.

Gaurav Goyal,chief business
officer at Canara Robeco Asset
Management, echoed the sen-

timent, saying steady SIP con-
tributions demonstrate
investors’long-term commit-
ment. Both attributed the
decline in equity inflows pri-
marily to moderation in lump-
sum investments amid geopo-
litical uncertainty and market
volatility.

Overall, the mutual fund
industry’s assets under man-
agement stood at ¥81.58 lakh
crore at the end of May, down
0.42% from the previous
month.

Among other asset classes,
hybrid funds witnessed a 49%
decline in net inflows during
May, largely due to lower
inflows into arbitrage funds
and multi-asset allocation
funds.

Inthe passive segment,gold
exchange-traded funds (ETFs)
recorded net outflows of X725
crore, while silver ETFs saw net
outflows of 32,733 crore.

Nehal Meshram,seniorana-
lystat Morningstar Investment
Research India, said the out-
flows from gold ETFs were dri-
ven by profit-booking following
the recent rally in gold prices
and a shift in investor risk
appetite away from safe-haven
assets.Sheadded thatrelatively

attractive fixed-income yields
may have increased the oppor-
tunity cost of holding gold, con-
tributing to the pullback.

“The trend suggests that
investors are becoming more
tactical and price-sensitive in
their allocation to gold,” she
said.

Debt mutual fundsrecorded
net outflows of 96,948 crore
in May after witnessing strong
inflows in April. Chugh said the
outflows fromliquid,overnight
and money market funds were
largelydriven byliquidityman-

Banks raise rates to draw NRI...

FOR INSTANCE, AN NRI can
invest $200 of personal capital,
borrow $800 from a foreign
lender,and have an Indian bank
issueastandbyletterof credit to
back the foreign loan.

“The RBI has effectively cre-
ated one of the most attractive
dollarinvestment opportunities
available globally. Banks could
offer around 6% on five-year
FCNR(B) deposits and, if lever-
age of up to 9x is available as it
was in 2013, NRI investors
could potentially earn mid-teen
returns in dollar terms,” said
Ananth Narayan,formerwhole-
timedirector,the Securitiesand
Exchange Board of India.

Narayan added that for an
economy with India’s strong
track record on external obliga-
tions, such returns are excep-
tionally attractive on a risk-
adjusted basis.

Jefferies said the RBI’s deci-

sion to permit banks to issue
standby letters of credit to
lenders of deposit customers
could help investors leverage
their capital and enhance
returns.“We estimate that with
7-10x leverage and a spread of
1.5-2%o, customers can gener-
ate annual returns of 17-27%
over three to fiveyears,’the bro-
kerage said.

Most market participants
expectinflows of $45-50billion

through the FCNR(B) route
alone — a significant improve-
ment from what was expected
after Friday’s announcement.
“Overall, this appears to be
an attractive opportunity that
should help offset this year’s
currentaccount deficit.The RBI
isnow covering thefullhedging
cost for FCNR(B) deposits. This
will neutralise the interest-rate
differentialand enable banks to
offer higher rates,” said Anitha
Rangan, chief economist, RBL
Bank. Therepricinghasbrought
FCNR(B) rates closer to domes-
tic deposit rates at several
lenders. However, experts
believe that banks will not
increase it over domestic
deposit rates. “While some
banks may offer rates of around
7%, most are likely to cap them
broadly in line with domestic
deposit rates,’said Sanjay Agar-
wal, senior director, CareEdge

Ratings.

Atpresent,KarurVysya Bank
is an outlier, offering 7% on US
dollar FCNR(B) deposits for
three- and five-year tenors,
compared with 6.55% on com-
parable domestic deposits
below X3 crore.

Bankers expect morelenders
torevisit FCNR(B) pricing in the
coming weeks as competition
for NRI deposits intensifies.

“Each bank will compare
FCNR(B) deposits with its alter-
native cost of funds. What
makes sense for one bank may
not make sense for another,
which is why pricing strategies
arelikelytovaryacrosslenders,’
said a senior banker.

With theregulatorywindow
remaining open until Septem-
ber 30, banks are expected to
step up efforts to mobilise NRI
deposits and strengthen their
foreign-currency funding base.
